Nightwatch put her up in a $45 motel room, 
and gave her a coupon for Metro so she could get to the Greyhound 
station and return to her parents in California the next morning. 
 
            Here’s the problem.  We depend on monthly support from 
this humble newsletter to keep things going.  When we end up in the 
red, something has to get cut.  We don’t have fat in our budget.  
We’d like to be able to offer a second or third night to get some of 
these families with children through their crisis.   
 
            Will you make a commitment to give this year, so we can 
continue to do this work with confidence?

Are you one that braves the season without the 
vaccination? 
 
Perhaps like some of you, I’ve been sick these 
past few weeks.  It’s just a cold, not the flu, so 

there are no drugs to take to knock it out.  So I stayed home, hunkered down un-
der my comforter, with a box of tissues, and watched the Food Network on cable 
TV.  Following doctor’s orders, I swallowed vitamin C tablets, sucked on zinc 
lozenges and drank huge amounts of orange juice.  Instead of going to a Christ-
mas party with some out of town friends, they bought lemons for me to make 
cough elixir.  Several others brought delicious homemade soup.   

 
More than once during my illness, I thought about 

what it would be like to be sick and homeless.  It’s cold 
and wet outside.  Do homeless people get flu shots?  
When they get sick, they are still without a bed to call 
their own or a warm place to stay.  I complained when 
my nose got raw from tissues rubbing on it all day.  
Where do homeless people get tissues?  Some zinc loz-
enges taste better than others.  Do homeless people get a 
choice of zinc flavors? 

 
Thankfully, I am recovering from this bout with a cold.  But I had the ad-

vice of my doctor, supplies from various drugstores and supportive friends who 
brought food and prayed for me.  I also have a home.  For those without homes, 
when they get sick, it can be life threatening.  Will you pray with me for the 
homeless who are ill on the streets?
